So het die
eerste steen, Robyn, 'n assosiasie met Ruben, die
oudste seun, en die laaste steen, Jaspis, met
Benyamien, die jongste seun. Baie uitléers sien 'n
Messiaanse goue draad wat deur die stene en die
stamme loop en verbind al 12 die stene en al 12 die
stamme met een of meer eienskappe van die
Messias. Y'shua se assosiasie met Yehudah, Yosef en Levi is welbekend, maar die
ander stamme (én stene) is op geen manier uitgesluit nie — insluitend Ruben en
Benyamien, wat die eerste en die laaste van die seuns is, en baie sterk herinner aan
Y'shua wat as beide die Eerste en die Laaste in die Skrif beskryf word. Maar dis veral
die STENE waarop ons vandag wil fokus. Kom ons kyk kortliks na elkeen van hierdie
12 baie kosbare stene en die betekenis daarvan vir ons. Ons is immers verbind aan
Yahweh, die Steenrots wat ons verwek het (Deut 32:18) én aan Y'shua, die uitverkore
en kosbare hoeksteen, wat ons nooit beskaamd sal laat staan nie (1 Pet 2:6).

The stone of Zevulun, who was known as the tribe who guarded the entrance from the sea, and connected to the hardest stone of all, sometimes rendered as diamond, not quartz.

The stone of Dan (Judgement) -  In order to judge righteously, one must have the Leshem quality: the ability to look past the surface and "look beyond" the obvious to see the bigger picture.

The stone of Gad, of whom it was prophesied that a troop would overcome him: but at the last, he shall overcome. The essence of Shevo is the inversion of defeat into victory, through turning back to Yahweh.

The stone of Asher ("gladness"), whose bread was said to be fat, rich and healthy - someone  who is not swayed by the appetite of the flesh; but satisfied with the King's portions.

The stone of Naftali ("wrestling"), pointing towards wrestling with, and breaking the enemy's strongholds, with Y'shua as our leader.

The stone of Yosef  ("He shall add), reminding us of the hidden and gentle role of Yosef in Egypt, similar to Y'shua's role on earth, that paved the way for Yahweh to multiply his people.

The stone of Benyamin,  whose name was famously changed from "Ben-oni" ("Son of my sorrow") to "Ben-yamin" ("Son of my right hand"), to remind us of the one who was once called "Man of sorrows", but then became the one on the right hand of Yahweh the Almighty.
